Often,
people with disabilities are "unnecessarily
isolated and excluded from full participation in
society. As a result of disabilities, people with
disabilities may experience disabilities from

birth, or may be labeled as disabled in their &
lifetime. Our organization provides monthly
pension to disabled people who are above 18 '
years of age, and belong to 40% poverty line, for
the prosperity of their lives.
