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Savita/Leprosy related (Workshop)

SAKSHAM Savita in Leprosy Services

"Savita Prakosht", the vertical of SAKSHAM, is committed to address the challenges faced by
LCDPs by undertaking nationwide long-term constructive measures for their empowerment
through services on awareness, advocacy and community-based rehabilitation. Besides, SAKSHAM
Savita endeavours in building trained resources across the Bharat through networking with
dedicated service organizations and institutions to serve LCDPs effectively. It has conducted two
major events during the year 2022-2023.

As a prelude to 21st ILC-2022, SAKSHAM Savita conducted a 2 days Pre-conference Workshop
on “Basics of Leprosy: Challenges and Solutions” for Volunteers and Voluntary Organizations
serving LCDPs on 7th and 8th November, 2022. The goal of workshop is to build the capacity and
network the expertise across the nation to address the multifaceted challenges of leprosy by
providing country specific solutions. More particularly, the workshop is aimed to implement
Community based rehabilitation (CBR) through training volunteers and voluntary organizations
and to support Government to implement effective rehabilitative measures benefitting LCDPs.
Sessions on basic facts about leprosy, socio-economical, medical, rehabilitative and legal challenges
and how to overcome these challenges by solutions were deliberated in the workshop through
interactive sessions between delegates and experts.

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Repeal of Discriminatory Laws against LCDPs in Tamil Nadu

Prior to the NAS event, the Hon'ble Governor of Tamil Nadu Shri. R.N.Ravi invited SAKSHAM
Team and hold a detailed discussion on the current scenario and challenges of leprosy state and
nationwide. Proposals on (1) “Relief and Remedial Measures for the highly affected Divyangjan
community of LCDPs” and (2) “Amend the discriminatory provisions against LCDPs in various Acts
in Tamil Nadu”were submitted to him. It is noteworthy that with the intervention of the Governor of
Tamil Nadu, 6 Acts pertaining to Tamil Nadu Universities that have discriminatory
provisions/clauses against LCDPs have been amended:

Team SAKSHAM was invited by the Hon'ble Governor of Bihar Shri. Rajendra Vishwanath Arlekar to
discuss about the legal burden of leprosy and possible implementation of CBR in Bihar state. A
proposal has been submitted to himin thisregard.

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e Due to various socio-economic reasons year by year there is increase in sixth of the number of
cerebral palsy children.

e With early intervention of Physiotherapy, speech therapy and medical treatments, children born
with cerebral palsy can be made functionally independent.

e SAKSHAM developed a model that includes, door to door survey for early identification,
providing free transport, treatment by expert physiotherapists, providing nutritional
supplements and also making parents active partners in the care of children with cerebral palsy.
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PRANAYV / Hearing Challenge (Workshop)
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Free 650 Spectacles distribution to the Divyaangs on January 26, 2023.
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Free Training of Accessibility Testing to Visually Challenged Students for Employment Program
started on O4th June 2023. In a remarkable initiative, free accessibility training was extended to
individuals with visual challenges opening doors to new opportunities and empowerment. In the first
group, 10 people were there and 7 of them got jobs. The second group started their training on June 4th,
2023. This training is helping these people have better opportunities and a brighter future.
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Delhi Idea

Inclusive Divyangjan Entrepreneur association is a wing of SAKSHAM working towards
creating an ecosystem for Economic empowerment of Persons with Disabilities. The vision of the
organization is to “Make India the inclusive capital of the World” and the mission is to incubate 5000
Persons With Disabilities (PwDs) and facilitate 10000 jobs for Persons with Disabilities in the
workforce by 2028.

SAKSHAM-IDEA has trained more than 1800 candidates out of which 850+ candidates have
been trained as part of the Entrepreneurship Development Training (EDPs) and 600+ Persons with
Disabilities have been incubated by the Divyangjan incubation Center till date. Apart from this
SAKSHAM IDEA has placed more than 2000 Candidates in the last 3 years.

In the last year itself SAKSHAM IDEA reached out to 1885 PwDs in 19 + districts across 3
states out of which 832 candidates were oriented through 40 Pre EDP workshops to encourage the
PwDs to take up entrepreneurship as an alternative source of livelihood. Out of the 832 attendees
428 PwDs chose to take up entrepreneurship as an alternative livelihood and attended one of the 18
EDPs conducted across 19 districts in 3 states and 300 Pwds received seed grant to start their
enterprises. SAKSHAM IDEA has a special focus on women with disability and last year it witnessed
awomen participationrate of 25.51% in the EDP program.

SAKSHAM IDEA last year co-organised Global Assistive Technology Expo and Conference
2023 with Shespro. GATEC 2023 witnessed participation from 80 + start ups and 5000+
participants. SAKSHAM IDEA as part of GATEC conducted DHAN SAMVAD, HR CONCLAVE and
National Policy workshop to start a dialogue between the policy makers and showcasing how the
Inclusive India 2.0 project is changing the narrative of the PwD community from takers to givers in
the society.
