OUR ACTIVITIES IN DETAILS - (2020-21)

1. HEALTH CARE AND REHABILITATION CENTRE (HCRC)At Present the Centre is providingphysiotherapy and speech therapy to 29needy Children with disabilities. Most ofthe children are Cerebral Palsy and theyare economically poor that they cannotafford for fees to the therapist. TheFoundation is providing the therapist tothe 0 – 25 years with free of cost. Also weare proving them 50% of thetransportation fare. HCRC was openedfrom the 10th September 2012. Rehabilitation work i.e. physiotherapy, speech therapy,occupational therapy, Learning foundation, home based therapy, medical checkup andparents counseling. Seeing the need of early intervention to children with disabilities fortheir bright future, the Integrated Day CareUnit was set up on the 10th August 2016 as aunit under Health Care and RehabilitationCentre run by Handicapped Development(HD) Foundation, Manipur. Our
organization provides some of thephysiotherapy, speech therapy, occupationaltherapy, Learning foundation, home basedtherapy, medical checkup and parentscounseling. Play therapy is also a method of meeting and responding to the mental healthneeds of children and is extensively acknowledged by experts as an effective and suitableintervention in dealing with children’s brain development. In our day care center playtherapy has been performed every Wednesday as a schedule. During lockdown COVID-19pandemic, our organization is facing lots of problems to provide the services due totravelling restrictions and stay at home orders in whole Manipur but our organizationprovide services on online virtual mode i.e. online video therapy, google meeting, callconference, online creation program (dance  and speech competition),  etc. is stillgoing on to achieve our goal.  We provided home based therapy also with ourchildren as per requirement of the children. Awareness program also organisedCOVID-19 related SOP on preventive measures of COVID-19.

Atpresent the foundation is supporting to 55Children with various disabilities below the ageof 25 years. We also provide Home base therapyto those who are not able to come to the center.During lockdown COVID-19 pandemic, ourorganization is facing lots of problems toprovide the services due to travellingrestrictions and stay at home orders in wholeManipur but our organization provideservices on online virtual mode i.e. online video therapy, google meeting, callconference, online creation program (dance  and speech competition) etc.

3.2 RATION KIT DISTRIBUTION FOR THE PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES AND
THEIR FAMILIES

With the government lockdown order several families are sleeping hungry in their homes.Handicapped Development Foundation, Manipur and Jan Vikas Samiti, Varanasi wasstarted distribution Dry ration kits on 23rd to 24th May 2020. The Dry Ration Kit included
the following items and nos.: 1)5kg. Rice, 2) 5 kg. Wheat flour, 3) 2 kg.Potato, 4) 1 kg. Onion, 5) 1.5 kg.Chana daal, 6) Half liter Cooking oil,7) 1 kg. Salt, 8) 2 pieces of bathingSoap, 9) 2 Packets of biscuits and 10)5 pieces of washable and reusablemasks. 11) Brochure/Leaflet onSymptom and Prevention of COVID-19. We have covered 35 personswith disabilities families affected byCOVID-19 due to lockdown i.e. 15 arechildren with disabilities underIDCYD program and 20 are outsideIDCYD program. We have selectedthose who have most affectedfamilies due to COVID-19. We also gave the information symptom and prevention ofCOVID-19 to the parents and guardians of the PWDs in our local languages. How does itspread? How can we protect ourselves and other? What are the symptoms. Parentscounseling was also done in the relief work.
3.3 13TH FORTNIGHT BARRIER FREE CAMPAIGN 2020 (17TH TO 31ST OCTOBER

2020)Handicapped Development (HD) Foundation, Manipur, has been organizing “Barrier FreeCampaign” every year since 2008. The main objective of organizing campaign is to make abarrier free environment in our society for enabling to bring the people with disabilities inthe mainstream life. Barriers make an environment unsafe and cause a high level ofdifficulty to the user. It is not only persons with disabilities for whom barriers becomemajor obstacles, the elderly person, a pregnant woman, small children and person withillness or injured persons do faced the same.



Opening Ceremony of the Campaign:The Handicapped Development Foundation, Manipur started 13th Fortnight Barrier FreeCampaign 2020 under the theme “Action towards a Barrier Free Society” at the premises ofDepartment of Social Welfare,Imphal. On Saturday, 17th October2020, the Campaign was launched byDirector Department of SocialWelfare Ngangom Uttam Singh of theopening ceremony. Around 20people was participated the openingceremony of the 13th FortnightBarrier Free Campaign 2020. Dr.Laishram Bina Devi had conductedthe Programme. The programmewas started at 9:00 a.m. AndWelcome and Keynote Address waspresented by Dr. Sapam Jasowanta,Secretary General HandicappedDevelopment Foundation, Manipur,highlighted the importance ofcreating a barrier free and accessiblesociety. He said that the foundationhas been organising the barrier free campaign since 2008 with the main objective ofcreating an environment that is accessible and usable by everyone in the society includingpeople with disabilities.After that Director Department of Social Welfare, Ngangom Uttam Singh released poster forthe campaign. The Director of Social Welfare express about the significance of thecampaign, the Director said that all offices, public places, educational institutions etc.should be made accessible and PWD (persons with disabilities) friendly. And new websitealso launched for PwD’s accessible. Creating a barrier free environment for the Personswith Disabilities is a must to ensure safety, obstacle free movement. He has seven siblings; one is elder brothers & two elder sisters and two youngerbrothers and sisters. When he was 8 years hewas admitted 8 months in the hospital. Afterthat he was blind. His family is poor family. Hisfather also not more lives. Due to poverty he hardly couldstudy but after getting support from JVS he isclimbing the ladder to top keeping behind allthe obstacles. He is residing in blind home at Tera Takyel and use to attend school andsinging class. His mother wants to educated persons and brings up in a mainstream societyand become a professional singer. Now, he is qualified NET and prepared Ph.D. Details ofeducation are as follows:
