Vidya Sagar Virtual Service Delivery 2020-21

During mid-March 2020, the rise of the global pandemic brought the worldwide education system to a standstill unexpectedly. After a gala
celebration of our 35th Annual Day, we initially welcomed the break due to the lockdown, not realising the long-term impact & consequences of
our normal school functioning.

Due to the pandemic, persons with disabilities had been cut off from all services such as rehabilitation, education, and other forms of support
services. This led to gaps in education and training, isolation, and possibility of acquiring secondary impairments. The impact of this would be
further marginalization in comparison to other children
including those with mild and moderate disabilities.

As the saying goes,
‘Necessity is mother of all
inventions”, the lockdown
gave us the push to think
of “out of the box
solutions”. And then
Eureka!! came our
WhatsApp special group
for our April 2020 case
conference where each
department presented
using PowerPoints,
videos, audios, and text
messages. At that
juncture, we were hoping
to function normally from June 2020 and did not realise the need for advanced
technology for connecting. The WhatsApp case conference which happened for 3 weeks from April 16th to May 4th was a new experience indeed
but we felt very accomplished at the end.

By October 2020, we had explored many meeting platforms to conduct our online meet, training sessions and virtual events. Our mid-year case
conference in October 2020 progressed to 2 days Zoom platform, where we could all present videos, audios, PowerPoints and have live
discussions.

Prior to the pandemic, technology was used only in some areas of our service offerings. Post
pandemic, we quickly learnt to explore and adapt ourselves to the best suitable apps
appropriate for online connection with our stakeholders and family.

Though most parents were familiar with using WhatsApp, there were challenges in using them
for long video calls, the availability of
network connection & the validity of

Online mode: Recognizing that present technologies cut through physical barriers and that
the parents and family members could be useful resources, it was decided to use the online
mode as the alternative. Over 3,800 stake holders and their families were reached utilizing
the remote learning mode. Creative use of materials at home for activities were used and
parents picked up furniture and materials from school. Wherever needed, tools for online
modes were provided for both staff and users - smart phone, tablets, | pad, laptops, dongle,
pen drive and hard disks.

Due to COVID 19, schools were closed as per Government restriction rules, On line classes were
conducted to students, and support services provided to family throughout the year. Details
mentioned in our Annual report.

For Below income group families nearly 150 families, groceries , and nutrition supplement given for
the continous six months, because of Pandemic lock down, many parents lost their jobs.

Smart phones provided to selected very low income group students to continue their studies
through online. Around 25 children benefited through this.

Online sessions for special education, physio therapy, Occupational therapy, communication
training, Story telling, Arts & crafts, sports were taughted to all students.

Workshop , awareness programme, Wellness, emotional workshops conducted every month to
parents, and professionals.

Separate chat sessions conducted to students, and parents with the social workers, counsellors.

All workshops, awareness programmes were streamlined through you tube channels also. The
details of workshops and training programme available in our annual report.

On a positive note, the pandemic situation was more optimally utilized by connecting to a large
number of people virtually, both in the form of training extending outside the country and
assessments /parent training during the online communication sessions.

No compromise has been made in terms of assessments, interventions, teaching & learning, events,
celebrations, training programs, resource making, building capacity and advocacy. Many of the
above would not have been possible without the generous support of our donors who let us
reallocate funds for nutrition support for needy families, technology gadgets for students and staff.
