North Bengal Handicapped Rehabilitation Society has reached an important milestone by 
completing 35 years of service. Founded in 1988, the organization has been dedicated to 
empowering individuals with disabilities of this region and supporting them in leading 
independent and fullling lives. 

Over the past three and a half decades, North Bengal Handicapped Rehabilitation Society 
has worked tirelessly to provide a range of services and programs to meet the diverse needs of 
people with disabilities. Some of the key areas of focus for the organization may include: 

Educational Support: Recognizing the importance of education, we have been involved in 
providing free educational support to children with Hearing & Speech Disabilities, Intellectual 
Developmental Disabilities and Cerebral Palsy through our Academic Unit named" UTTARAN". 
We have ensured quality education to our Children with Special Needs (CWSNs) by appointing 
qualied Special Educators and Therapists. Department of Disabilities Affairs, Ministry of Social 
Justice & Empowerment, Govt. Of India, has been kind enough to continuously sanctioning 
nancial aids under Deendayal Disabled Rehabilitation Scheme since 1998-99. 

SPORTS & GAME: We organized State and National Sports Meet of the Hearing Impaired 
in 1993, 1995, 1999, and 2005. We have organized the North Bengal Zonal Sports Meet of the 
disabled till 2014 and we have been organizing Annual Sports among the students of UTTARAN 
since 2015. Students of this institute represented West Bengal State in several National Games of 
the Deaf. They represented India in the Asian Games of the Deaf in Malaysia, Taiwan, and World 
Games of the Deaf in Rome, Melbourne. 

EDUCATIONAL TOUR: Every year students of UTTARAN are enjoying free educational 
tours and the said educational tours help them to learn about the natural life of animals in the 
forest, they learn how to stay in any unknown place in a camp at least for ve days either in plane or 
in the hilly region. The self-condence of the disabled is increasing from those programs As no 
guardians are to accompany their children. 

VOCATIONAL TRAINING UNIT: Disabled students are availing vocational training 
courses since 15 years at the academic building of the organization free of cost, so that, after 
completion of school days they may earn their daily needs by rendering vocational services to the 
public. 

Advocacy and Awareness: The society may have actively advocated for the rights and 
inclusion of people with disabilities in society. This could involve raising awareness about 
disability issues, advocating for policy changes, and working towards creating an inclusive 
environment for all. 

The 35 years reects the dedication, commitment, and impact of the North Bengal 
Handicapped Rehabilitation Society in improving the lives of people with disabilities. It is a 
testament to our ongoing efforts and the positive changes they we have brought about in the 
region.

ACHIEVEMENTS DURING 2022-23

ACADEMIC UNITS:  Students strength of UTTARAN – Special School are 273. Students with special needs 
are residing in Siliguri City, rural areas of Darjeeling, Jalpaiguri and Uttar Dinajpur Districts. Out of which 
more than 50% are belongs to economically backward classes. A large number of students are belongs to 
backward classes. All the students are availing free educational facilities from the Special School of the 
Intellectual Disability and Hearing & Speech Disability since 1990.

SPECIAL SCHOOL FOR THE INTELLECTUAL DISABLED: Intellectual disabled students from rural 
and urban areas of Darjeeling  Jalpaiguri and a few from Uttar Dinajpur district are availing free education since 
1993. At present we are having 157 nos. of intellectual disabled students. It is pleasure to inform that 
Department of Person with Disability, NOSJ&E, Govt. of India has kindly sanctioned more Teaching & Non-
Teaching Staffs and we are hopeful that more students may be permitted to admit in the school from next year.

SPECIAL SCHOOL FOR THE HEARING AND SPEECH DISABLED :
We are having 116 nos. of Hearing Speech disabled students in the year '22-23. We are unable to admit more 
students owing to sufcient nos. of sanction posts of Special Educator/Trained Teacher for Hearing and Speech 
Disabled section. Students from Ruler and Urban areas of Darjeeling District and from the neighbouring 
Districts, i.e, Jalpaiguri, a few from Uttar Dinajpur Districts are availing free education speech beginning.

TRAINING UNIT OF VOCATIONAL STREAM OF SPECIAL SCHOOL : Vocational training to the 
Special students on Tailoring, crafts, embroidery, making of Candle etc is running since 2008 – 09. Mainly 
Intellectual Disabled student are making Candle. The quality of candles made by the Special students are 
mostly equal to the candles has available in the market. It is pleasure to inform all the members that the post of 
vocational Teacher/Craft teacher has been sanctioned by Department of Empowerment of persons with 
Disability, GOI from 2022-23. According to the revised norms of DDRS it is intimated that we are eligible to 
appoint one more vocational teacher from the year 2022-23 and we will try to recruit one more vocational staff 
from next year.

STUDY CENTRE B.Ed. (SE-DE) UNDER NETAJI SUBHASH OPEN UNIVERSITY : Being an 
approved Study Centre of Rehabilitation Council of India, we are conducting B.Ed Special Education (ODL) in 
Hearing Impairment and Intellectual Disability courses under Netaji Subhash Open University since 2005. But 
it is apprehended that the B.Ed. Special Education (ODL) course may not be continued in near future.

D.Ed. SPECIAL EDUCATION (HH) & D.Ed. SPECIAL EDUCATION (ID): 
It is pleasure to inform that Rehabilitation Council of India has kindly approved Teachers Training Diploma 
College in special education (Hearing Impairment) and (Intellectual Disabled) since 2011 - 12 and 2013 - 14 
respectively. Total 60 seats were allotted for two courses. In regards of number of inmates of both the diploma 
courses are also decreasing since last Four years and as a result we are in the verge of closer of both the diploma 
courses in special education. In this aspect, insufcient admission of students in both the diploma courses for 
the session 2022 – 23 may compiled to discontinue the courses if sufcient number of students are not admitted.

AUDIOLOGY UNIT AND GROUP HEARING SYSTEM:
Students are availing facilities from the Audiology unit consisting of Clinical Audiometer, Portable 
Audiometer, impedance Meter, Speech trainer etc. Two Classrooms with group Hearing Aid system are 
functional. The special children of UTTARAN are getting expected benet from the Audiology and Speech 
Pathology units of the Special School for the Intellectual Disabled and Hearing and Speech Disabled.

PHYSIOTHERAPY SECTION: We are serving Intellectual Disabled Students suffering from Cerebral 
Palsy problems and such Physiotherapy is most essential for physical development of the said students. One 
physiotherapist is serving since 2008 - 09 and beneciary getting service from the Physiotherapy unit is free of 
cost. It is pleasure to inform you all that notable development of the said students are encouraging the members 
of Managing Committee and guardians as a whole. We are hopeful to witness the remarkable development of 
the aforesaid students in near future. We earnestly request to the DEPwD, MOSJ & E, Govt. of India, for 
continuation the post of full time physiotherapist instead of part-time for the interest of the disabled students 
future too.

SITARAM JINDAL FOUNDATION  :

Sitaram Jindal Foundation, New Delhi had kindly donated   per year for needy disabled @ Rs. 34,000-00
student of this  Organisation since  long. The sanctioned amount was duly  been utilized for the purpose for 
which it was sanctioned. I hope and believe that Sitaram Jindal Foundation will extend their helping hands  
towards the needy  differently abled students of this Institute  in future too. 
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FINANCIAL  POSITION :

AUDITED STATEMENTS OF ACCOUNTS for the year  2022-23 is showing  the actual picture of our 
fund position. We have collected donation from the public and organizations but the said amount is 
not insufficient to meet up the expenditure of the Society. We have require a running fund 
amounting Rupees One Crore Thirty Lakh ( approx ) to  meet-up the  expenditure of the special 
school & college, so that, academic & other staffs may not suffer owing to delay in receiving of Grant-
in-Aid and  delay in collection of donation from the benevolent  individuals and organizations. We 
are trying to make payment honorarium to the staff member in time. All members are requested to 
take necessary action for raising fund, so that, we may run the Special school, B.Ed. (Special 
Education) and D.Ed. (Special Education) colleges smoothly and require construction of the 
building may be materialized in up-coming days.
